The challenge is to land as 
close to a target as possible!

These are available combining any of the above activities.

A half day would be three activities, and would cost £75 per person (minimum of 6 people).

Adventurous activities appeal to children as they have an element of perceived risk and danger. 
All the activities are closely supervised by our instructors, but we will need a minimum of two 
adults to accompany every group to ensure everyone stays together and under control!

Young Adventurers
Adventure Sports offers a range of activities that are ideal for younger adventurers. These 
activities are suitable for groups from 8 to 16 years old and work well for birthday parties. 
However, be aware that age limits do apply to Paintball and Clay Shooting (11 years old). 

Paintball

Paintball is an action-packed adrenaline sport which involves team work, skill and tactics. Two 
teams compete against each other. Each player is armed with a gun that fires round paintballs. 
The balls break open when they hit an object and leave a large splat of paint. If a player is 
marked by a paintball they are out of the game. Games last around 10 - 15 minutes and you 
only get one life per game. A typical half day will involve five different games. Paintball takes 
place in 50 acres of woodland that incorporates trenches, barricades, hills, ridges and dense 
undergrowth.

Games can be arranged for a minimum group of 18 at £20 per person (you will get the 19th 
place free) That includes 200 paintballs each.

4x4 Driving

Driving a Land Rover around a challenging off road course is a favourite activity of Young 
Adventurers. If they can reach the pedals, they can drive! A real off road experience with the 
emphasis on them actually driving the vehicle (many centres drive you around the course). Hills, 
mud, water and adrenaline!  

A one-hour session is suitable for up to six people. An experienced instructor will be with the 
group throughout to ensure everyone is safe and comfortable. Cost is £130 per hour for the 
vehicle and instructor (£21.67 each).

Clay Pigeon Shooting

Shooters as young as eleven can take part in clay shooting, but small children will find a shotgun 
heavy.  Lighter guns, such as a 20 gauge or .410 are available. It is advisable to start new 
shooters off with professional tuition. 

We offer 20 shot packages for groups/parties (minimum of 3) at £30 per person (£150 for 5).

Alternatively, for those wanting to take shooting up as a hobby, lessons are available at £50 per 
hour plus cartridges and clays.

Climbing Wall

How fast can you reach the top and ring the bell? Our 10m wall has 3 different lines, with 4 
separate coloured routes on each, increasing levels of difficulty.

Start with a bouldering session for the whole group across the width of the wall, and then it’s into 
the harnesses and up you go!

The cost is £150 per hour per instructor (one instructor can look after up to 8 young adventurers, so 
that's £18.75 each). There are 3 lines, so our wall can look after a maximum of 24 people per hour.

Empire Crate Building Team Exercise

Build the tallest tower possible using milk crates while you’re standing on top!

Imagine you wake up, look around and there are no signs of human life anywhere - no buildings, 
no cars, no shops, nothing.

It doesn’t matter how you got here, all that matters is what you do next.

All you have with you is what you have on you (clothes, shoes) and what’s in your pockets and 
bags. What do you do next?!

Bush Craft is the practice of skills that are necessary for survival in a wilderness situation. Made 
popular by people like Ray Mears and Bear Grylls, it’s a leisure activity and it is now practiced by 
people all over the world.

It will open your eyes to the traditional and ingenious ways our ancestors lived and how those 
skills can still be of use to us today.
